This way you can see if one stack is bigger then the other and the child with the bigger stack of blocks say, "Mine is bigger than his," then it would be a level 4.  
Outside, having races on the playground.  Saying, "Who can run the fastest?  Who can run the slowest?"  When the children are racing, commenting on what is happening, "Wow, Tyler, you are running faster than Carter."  Using bouncy balls on the playground, saying, "Let's see how far we can kick the ball."  Kicking the ball, saying, "Who's went the farthest?"
Small group, using one inch cubes and different lengths of strips of paper, saying, "Let's measure how long a strip of paper is with the one inch cubes."  Having the children line the cubes on the strip of paper and then counting.  I would say, "I'm going to start on this end and put my cubes next to each other until I get to the end of the paper.  Let's count how many one inch cubes are on my paper," and have the children count together.  Then I'd say, "My paper is ten cubes long.  How long do you think you're paper strip is going to be?"
