	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: 1. Read a book to the class. Ask children questions about characters within the book, see if they can respond with the proper pronoun when answering the question (he, she, his, hers, him, her). 

2. During recall, have children talk about what they did during their work time. Ask questions to see if they can relate where they learned how to do the tasks, or see if they can relate the tasks done to people, events or objects outside of the classroom.
