Creative Arts 39. & 40. Listening to music & Responding to music
	Materials Backup Materials: Various rhythm instruments; maracas, drums, rhythm sticks, egg shakers, tamborines, jingle bells, finger cymbals etc.



Spoons, tape, plastic eggs and filler to make DIY maracas, paper plates, tape, string and beads to make DIY hand drums
	Beginning: Transition method: Hand out rhythm instruments and shake/stomp/march to the large group area together. Once at the large group area, sit or stand together in a group or a circle and put on music with varying tempos (slower and faster parts). Introduce the concept of shaking or hitting your instrument to the beat of the music, maybe using counts.
	Followup Ideas: Provide a basket of rhythm instruments to use during work time so that this activity can be repeated and explored individually.
	End: Before finishing the activity, give a warning before the final song. Then shake and stomp/march/skip etc. to the next area/activity and collect the instruments.
	Children may 1:: Shake or hit their instrument wildly
	Children may 2:: Explore their own tempo or beat separate from the song.
	Children may 3:: Want to use multiple instruments together or sing while playing. 
	Adults can1:: "Would you like to use a faster song?" change to a song with a fast/upbeat tempo and shake fast with them, slow periodically to see if they mimic you.
	Adults can 2:: Turn off or turn down the music, encourage this creative exploration with the instrument, ask other children if they too want to make their own beat. 
	Adults can 3:: Using music with easy lyrics, repetitive verses can introduce and encourage this skill.
