As we say " open" and "close," they copy the action. Follow up by observing which children go to books at choice time and start exploring them.

	List specific examples of itemrelated language you would use List at least two ideas: When playing wiht the fam animal set, use aniimal sounds (e.g. Thsi is a cow, "moo!") and encourage children to make the animal sounds. 

When speaking rhymes together, emphasize the rhyming words at the end of lines, and encourage the children to say the pairs of rhymning words together.
