22. Exploring objects: Children explore objects with their hands, feet, mouth, eyes, ears, and nose. 

	Materials Backup Materials: Handmade shaker of different sizes filled with objects that make different sounds (pom poms, rice, water and glitter, paperclips with sand etc..), rattles, teether rattles, rattles with rings and handles

small balls that make sound,  baby moracas
	Beginning: First—Lay out sound two baskets one with shakers and the other with rattles. Place nonmobile infants in a safe position either in teacher’s lap or on tummies or back near the rattle basket and more developed closer to the shakers.  Begin the activity by saying  “Look at what we have in our baskets.”  Offer some younger infants a choice of objects that is appropriate to their development. 
	Followup Ideas: Add the two baskets in the room  where children can access them for choice time. Make sure they are viisible to children to access them. 

At Group Time witht Music and Movement, sing a familiar song or tune while working with shakers/rattles.  

When transitioning outside, teacher can sing and shake the shaker to a steady beat. “We are going outside, outside, outside. We are going outside to play with our friends.”  (Tune: Mary Had a Little Lamb)
 Allow the children to explore the shakers outside as well. 
  

	End: Anticipate when each child’s play is coming to an end based on their developmental level.  Give them
a simple cue that the activity is coming to an end. When the first child is finished, that caregiver will communicate with their coteacher to transition that child to diaper change.  The other teacher, will stay on floor bringing the play to an end. 
   

	Children may 1:: track the sound while lying on back; visually tracks as teacher from side to side or reach for a shaker/rattle above their chest; turn head toward other sounds or movements
	Children may 2:: explore and examine the rattle/shaker using both hands or mouthing while sitting, laying down or on tummy; bounce up and down sitting while exploring the objects.
	Children may 3:: moves in/out of various positions to exploring the toys and to get desired toys. crawl to others showing interest in their play. shake the objects listening to the sounds or movements; look at teacher to initiate contac wii
 upp

or use some jargon.
	Adults can1:: move nonmobile infants where they can view children’s play; recognize signs of over-stimulation and respond with calmer interaction; comment on infant smiles, coos and movement as they wiggle
 
	Adults can 2:: offer toys around them in their field of reach/vision; comment/imitate on how they are exploring the objects with expression;   acknowledge by copying their play, language/jargon 
	Adults can 3:: respond to and imitate older infants’ gestures when  pointing to toys. Narrate their play and describe their actions. Acknowledge by copying their play, language and expressions.
