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	Originating idea: Children have been showing an increased interest in looking at the "Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?" book. Recently, I added props for children to re-tell the story at our library area. It has been a hit!
	Materials: 1. "Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?" book
2. Props of animals to re-tell the story 
3. Individual paint sticks with pictures of animals to re-tell the story 
	Curriculum content areas: Approaches to Learning, Social and Emotional Development, Language, Literacy, and Communication
	Beginning: As children begin gathering, we sing "We're going to clap, clap, clap, clap, clap, clap until we stop." Children will take turns choosing the movement. 
	Middle: - I will introduce the "Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?" animal props with opening statement: "Where have you seen these animals before?"
- Give each child a paint stick with the pictures of the animals. Children will have a few minutes to look at their stick and explore the animals that they have on the stick. 
 - I will challenge children to think about how each of their animal on their stick moves. I will give children time to explore creating their own movements. 
- I will copy children and describe movements. I will ask children to describe their movements. 
- I will introduce the book, "Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?" with opening statement, "I wonder what pattern you notice about the words that the author uses. Are there any words that repeat?
- I will encourage children to move like the animals on the pages, as we read. 
	End: - Tell children to hold the paint sticks in their hands. 
- Tell children that for small-group time we will create our own version of the "Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?" story. We are going to walk to our small group times after I call your name, using our "Williby Wallaby chant". 
- I will place jar at the middle of the rug. Children will place their paint sticks inside the jar before they leave to their small group time.
- Transition to small-group time by having children move like their favorite animal to the table. 
	Follow up: For our planning time, I will ask children to tell me where they want to play with this chant: "Child's name, child's name, what do you see?" Child will respond, "I see a block in block area waiting for me."
