	Materials Backup Materials: Baby dolls and play food
	Beginning: Teachers will explain to children that they will be pretending to feed the baby dolls. Teachers will provide plenty of dolls, play food and fake utensils.
	Followup Ideas: Sing songs about food.
	End: I have a big visual timer I use in class. I usually give them a couple mintues warning beforehand. When the timer rings I ask children what that means and then tell them that it means it's time to clean up. I will tell children that the babies are full and now it's time for them to rest. I will give children instructions to put the dolls in the crib and reassure them that we will get to play with them later.
	Children may 1:: Watch what the teachers and older children are doing.
	Children may 2:: Bring the doll some food and put the food up to the doll's mouth.
	Children may 3:: Pretend to cook for the doll and feed the doll with utensils. 
	Adults can1:: Say our actions as they are happening. Invite children to come and play.
	Adults can 2:: Play along and pretend with the children. Name and describe what kind of foods we are giving the doll and the colors of the food.
	Adults can 3:: Ask questions to start a conversation and encourage their imagination.
