Follow-up Ideas  


	Originating Idea: The Thanksgiving holiday is coming up and it would be cool for the students to learn about turkeys
	Materials: Picture of a turkey. Paper plates, feathers cut from various colors of construction paper, paper scraps, brown paper turkey bodies and red gobbles, glue, googly eyes
	Curriculum Content: Traditions, American Culture
	Beginning Opening statement: Does anyone know what animal this is? (Show a picture of a turkey) Next week is Thanksgiving. A national holiday here in the US where we celebrate things we are thankful for and eat a big meal with family and friends.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: We have 5 more minutes to work on our turkeys before we will need to clean up and go to outside time.
	Followup Ideas: Can you tell me the sound a turkey makes? How do they walk? Have the students walk and talk like a turkey to the next activity. You could expand on this idea by making them thankful turkeys and have students learn what it means to be thankful and ask them to tell you something they are thankful for they turn them into you for display. 
	Middle Earlier: Have students decorate their feathers and glue them to the paper plates (turkey body) and glue the neck/face piece and gobble onto the plates and finish the face
	Middle Middle: Point out the colors of the feathers that you are using to make a turkey
	Strategy Ealier: Ask the student: What are you using to decorate your turkey feathers? How do you decide on where to place your decorations or position your feathers
	Strategy Middle: Ask the students: What color are the feathers you are using to make your turkey? Can you point to each feather and name the color.
	Strategy Later: Ask the students: Can you count how many (blue, green, red, yellow, etc) feathers you have on your turkey

	Middle Later: Count the number of feathers that are of the same color
