Afternoon Plans

Lunch Time: Go to the kitchen for lunch like airoplanes and help children to sit on their chairs. Introduce food of the day and help them
serve themselves.

Peggy’s Small Group Time: Explore letters of the alphabet. Wite children’s names in a piece of paper and leave space under each letter
so they can match the ABC letters with the corresponding ones from a pile of 15 letters that they will have in front of them in the shape

of small squares. Sing ABC song first while pointing to all letters and encourage children to identify the letters of their name and then
find the corresponding ones to match them underneath their name. When finished encourage to find words that start with the same letter

i.e., P for penguin, E for egg, G for green. LLC/ AL/ST

Georgina’s Small Group Time: Memory Game with pictures of numbers. Introduce pictures and point to the numbers while counting.
Turn the cards from the other side and start first showing children how to play. Encourage children to wait for their turn. M/LLC

Outside Time: Shovels and buckets to dig in the snow, cookie cutters and stencils in different shapes to play in the snow, water paint
and pipettes, brushes for ice painting in the snow. CA/ST/M/PDH.
