Anecdote(s): An anecdote should be specific and 
objective, stating what was seen and heard — the 
when, where, what, who, and how. 

For example: During work time (when) in the 
house area (where), T1, Ch1, and Ch2 (who) worked 
together to make a “cake”. Ch1 handed a bowl to  
T1 and a spoon to Ch2 and said, “Here, mix up the 
batter and I will find the pan for cooking” (what 
and how — the doing).
