	Materials Backup Materials: Kinetic sand ,sea shells,play dough toys,magnifying glass . 
	Beginning: Talk to the students about the items you have provided and ask open ended questions to have them start thinking about things they can create.Also explaining to the students that we  need to be careful when using kinetic sand to prevent them from putting it in there mouth or eyes.  
	Followup Ideas: I normally ask student what other materials would they like to use next time we revisit that activity.Some children began to think and start to name things like cars ,blocks ,legos, insects.
	End: I normally start at 10 minutes warning to clean up. Then I give them a 5 minute warning and then we turn on the clean up song. Then we sit on the carpet and talk about our activity .
	Children may 1:: Children may need support due to some of them not wanting to touch the sand.
	Children may 2:: Children began to feel more comfortable and began to explore more.
	Children may 3:: Children start to imitate and pretend.
	Adults can1:: Can observe the child's reaction to the sensory experience  while talking to children.Can you tell me how it feels? Tell me what are you making and  how did you make ?
	Adults can 2:: Support children by acknowledge how they are working hard.Support children if they are getting frustrated maybe they built something and it fell apart letting the child know that its okay to try again. 
	Adults can 3:: Narrate children's actions for example once the child is pretending to build something teacher can then ask How did you make it so tall?
