	Materials Backup Materials: Ice Cubes, Food coloring bottles,sensory  table, and aprons Back-up Materials  Spoons & Cups
	Beginning: Hello Friends today we will explore the ice cubes and different colors
	Followup Ideas: Continue adding more materials to the sensory table to help children develop their fine motor skills. Freeze the color ice cube  for the next day and see what happens  and continue adding items . Freeze water with items and lets observe how the children get to the items in the ice.  
	End: Five more minutes for small group to be over friends. Clean up time friends what should we do with the ice cubes?
	Children may 1:: Teachers will set up the sensory table with ice cubes and provide the food coloring bottles.
	Children may 2:: Children began to touch the ice cubes and say "cold" and began to squeeze the food coloring bottles and mix the different colors of food coloring . children began to say "wow"
