	Originating Idea: Yesterday, Amayah and Saniyah were in the work are reading to a few other children the book Brown bear brown brown and they were taking turns asking the children what they thought was going to come next in the book.
	Materials: Paper, crayons, markers
	Curriculum Content:  Arts/Language, Literacy, and Communication: KDIs 28. Book knowledge: Children demonstrate knowledge about books, Art: Children express and represent what they observe
	Beginning Opening statement: "Yesterday Amayah and Saniyah were reading a story to a few of the other children during work time and i noticed how the children were very interested in the book. Who here know the book Brown Bear Brown Bear? Tell me what was your favorite animal in the book. Today i will be reading the book and i want you all to make your own book and draw pictures of what comes next in the book before i flip the page."
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: We have 5 more minutes left to finsih up our last minute details. We all have made really great pictures and all of our books look great. It is now time to clean up and put all our materials away. we are going to get ready for story time so everyone can get a chance to show off their beautiful books that they made. 
	Followup Ideas: For planning tomorrow, i will place different pictures of the book on the table and allow the children to place an area card on their favorite animal out of the book.
	Middle Earlier: Tell me what they drew. May only look like scribble marks and may use the wrong color.
	Middle Middle: Tell me what they drew. May use the correct color but cant really make out what animal they drew.
	Strategy Ealier: I would have pictures already cut out from the book so that the children are able to look for the next picture and glue it into their booklet.
