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	Originating Idea: While on a walk one afternoon last week, a few students pointed out their shadows on the ground.  They looks for shadows of other objects outside too (trees, swings, etc.)  We talked about how shadows are created outside when objects block the sun.
	Materials: flashlights, small lamp/book light, paper, pencils/crayons
	Curriculum Content: Science and Technology
	Beginning Opening statement: Last week, when we went for a walk around the schoolyard a few of our friends noticed their shadows on the ground.  How are shadows made outside?  Can we seee shadows inside?  Today we are going to try create and explore shadows inside our classroom.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: Students will recieve a 3 minute warning time before the end of the activity and a timer will be set.  Then, students can hop on the shadows (black dots taped on the floor) to go to the next activity.
	Followup Ideas: *Add flashlights to the Science Area, as well as paper, pencils, and tape so students can make and trace shadows.

*Take sidewalk chalk outside and trace shadows of eahc other and other objects on the blacktop/sidewalk.

*Make connection to Groundhog's Day using a book about Shadows during Read Aloud.
	Middle Earlier: Children will shine flaslights around the room and turn lamps on and off.  
	Middle Middle: Children with place objects in front of the light source and describe what happens.  They will try placing different objects on front of the light and describing what they see.
	Strategy Ealier: Teacher can copy and describe what students are doing with the flashlights.

Teacher can model placing their hand in front of the light source and moving it around.  St
	Strategy Middle: Teacher can copy what students are doing.

Teacher encourage students to trace shadows of different objects after modeling.
	Strategy Later: Teacher can prompt students to trace the shadow of an object, move the light source, and trace it again.  Ask students to describe what they observe.
	Name: Exploring Shadows
	Middle Later: Children will experiment with making different shadows with different classroom objects.  Students may notice/describe how shadows change when the light source moves.
