Examples:

In toddler rooms the sand and water area is
used daily.

In mixed-age rooms, there is a separate space
for nonmobile infants.

Sometimes nonmobile children participate
with and/or watch mobile children in a safe
place, such as a caregiver’s arms or a space
inside of a barrier that protects them from
being stepped on.

Mixed-age rooms may have combined areas,
such as an area for blocks and toys.

Blocks may include vinyl, cardboard, and small
wooden unit blocks.
