Space for play is plentiful and organized to

suit the mobility of children in the group, at
least 50 square feet per child.

Examples:

There is enough space for all children to play
on the floor at the same time.

There is space for all children to roll, sit,
scoot, crawl, cruise, walk, ride, rock, climb,
jump, and run.

There is adequate storage for adults’
materials in room.

There is enough space for children with dis-
abilities to move with assistive devices.
Toddlers can choose where to play, and there
are no limits on how many can be in each
area.

Note: Estimate square footage by walking
the width and length of the room,
computing the area, and dividing by the
number of children in the room for the day
(W x L = # of children = sq. ft. per child).

Toddler classroom measures 24’ x 31,
providing a total of 744 square feet. There
were 6 children in the classroom for the
day, making it 124sq ft per child.
