	Originating Idea KDIs: An extension I observed from a previous activity:  Children were exploring art materials



F: Creative Arts    #37 Exploring Art Materials
	Materials Backup Materials: Glue, recycled/carboard tubes, cotton balls, buttons





(Ribbon, yarn)
	Beginning: Today my friends, we each have a tray with glue, buttons, cotton balls, carboard tubes to explore with. What can we do with these materials?
	Followup Ideas:  

 



Set-up a sensory table with recyclable/tubes and assorted cotton balls.


	End: We have five more minutes friends, before it time to clean up. We can glue one more ____ to your work and then we will let them dry on the tray. 
	Children may 1:: The children looked at the materials as I introduced them to the activity. Some children touched the tube shape object.
	Children may 2:: Some of the children started to mixed the cotton balls and buttons as they squeezed the glue on their tube. Ch: "I put one drop."  T: How did it feel?" Ch: "It sticky." 
	Children may 3:: The children manipulated their own materials and were using them in different ways, glueing the buttons or cotton balls as they were  engaging in conversations during the activity with the adult or asking for more buttons to glue. 
	Adults can1:: 

Encourage the children to explore and touch the materials in their tray. T: "I see you have a cardboard tube in your hand. 
	Adults can 2:: I followed the child leads as they manipulate the materials. I asked open-ended questions. T: I see you choose some cotton balls.  T: Tell me what materials did you use on your tube?" Ch: "Blue buttons." T: "Show me how did you put the button on here?"Ch:"A drop glue." As he squeezed the glue on the tube and placed a button. T: "What can you tell me about your work?" Ch: " It a spaceguy."
	Adults can 3:: The children explored the materials in different ways expressing that they like to use the art materials to make a tower or art project. They shared what they made by pointing to their work and verbally sharing what they did.Ch: "It a red car."
