	Lunch Time: Salisbury Steak and Banana; Milk            Communicate with toddlers about what they are eating, talk about day, and explain whatd coming next
	Naptime: Everyone to rest on cots; tired toddlers backs rubbed, not sleepy toddlers books on cot (until others are sleeping). Early Risers: Books, puzzles, quiet "nap time" toys 
	Departure: Leads help children seperate from friends and activities; share information with parents and ask/answer questions 
	To Remember: Mouth toys to dishwasher, sanitize all other toys with bleach water, 3 step cots, send picture of daily sheets to parents on SeeSaw
	Breakfast: (B) Yogurt and Pineapple; Milk 
	PM Snack: (B) Gold Fish Crackers and Pears; Water
	AM Choice Time: Pretend play kitchen and food in dramatic center (F,B)

Assist with coloring sheets in art center (F)
	PM Choice Time: Do floor puzzles with interested toddlers (E)

Play dress up with the mirror with other toddlers (B,F)
	Group Time 1: Kelli Group Time:

	Earlier 1: Squeeze and flatten playdough; explore with senses 
	Earlier 2: Listen and noverbally respond with actions and facial expressions 
	Middle 1: Put playdough in mold; ask for help getting playdough out of mold 
	Later 1: Points to playdough creation and says what it is (Ex. "heart") 
	Middle 2: Sing along with teacher and imitate actions 
	Later 2: Request a song or story.
