One co-teacher played the song "Car Wash" and the
students showed interest in the song. We decided to intergrate it into Music and Movement time (LGT).

Materials: Scarves, a space on the floor, car wash song (a rhyming song sung by the teachers and students) and a recorded version of "
The Car Wash" as an extension.

Curriculum Music and Movement, gross motor activity, following directions, creative thinking, working cooperatively with peers

Beginning:

While students are cleaning up from center time, those that are ready will get to their pots with "we're running, running,
running” only we will use hopping, tip toe, gliding as we do not encourage running in our small classroom space. As they move
toward their spots, the teachers hand out scarves and encourage them to move in place, singing, while we wait for the rest to
join us

Middle:

A lot of us had fun making a car wash in the sensory table. Let's see if we can use those moves in a song. These scarves are
the wash cloths for our imaginary cars. What kinds of movements can we use? Toss the scarf and catch it, make a big circle
up high to wash the roof, make circles down low to wash the wheels. We add these movements into our song, and to extend
the activity, we played car wash for a few minutes and let them choose the move themselves.

End:

We then danced and washed our way to the cubbies with students placing the scarves in the bin before they went ot grab their
coats for recess.
