children listen, respond, communicate
nonverbally, speak, explore books)
Cognitive development (how children
explore objects, form object permanence,
learn number concepts, learn one-to-one
correspondence, connect cause and effect)
Creative arts (how children imitate,
pretend, explore art materials, listen and
respond to music, explore sounds and
their voices)

Caregivers work at children’s own levels
instead of pushing them to the next stage.

Latisha’s caregiver shares an anecdote about
this with Latisha’s mom, saying that Latisha
enjoyed the sounds the lids made as she
dumped out the jug.
