Giving the children more oppertunities to have dialog with me by asking them questions about the pictures on the pages of the books I read to them. ie. What do you see? What color is this? What animal is this? What sound does it make? What are they doing in the picture? Do you like to do that too?

2. Sitting down with the children during Choice Time while they are working with the materials and engaging in dialog with them about what they are doing. ie. What are you working on? What kind of food is that? How does it taste? Do you eat that food at home with mommy? How do you cook it?

If possible try to fing books with characters that are interesting to the children and are also age appropriate for them.

2. Makeing sure that there are lots of books around the classroom at eye level for the children to read and look at. 
	COR Advantage ItemAre there activities that I could do throughout my daily routine to support this COR Advantage item: T. Geometry: Shapes and spatial awareness
	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: 1. During group time I could create a shape sorting activity. I can give them some foam shapes and several different bowls marked with each shape on it. The children will then seperate each of the foam shapes into the correct bowl that they belong in.

2. During outside time, while going on a community walk I can do a shape hunt with the children. For example I can say "Johnny I see a Octagon. Do you see the stop sign? It's an octagon. What shape do you see?" and Johnny can say, " I see a Square. The window is a square."

3. During Music and Movement I can do a shape find activity. I can put several blocks on the floor that are all different shapes and then I an say to the child, " Which one is the square?" and the child can try to find the block that is a square and pick it up.

During Choice time when a child is working with materials I can ask them questions about how many of something they have. ie. if the child is working with duplo blocks, I can say Sarah how many blue blocks do you have? How many yellow blocks do you have? Do you have more blue blocks or more yellow blocks?
