	Beginning: What does the sky look like today? We have been singing the Itsy Bitsy Spider a lot lately! What do you think might happen to the spider today? How does the water move? Can you show me with your body? How will the spider move to get out of the rain? How will the spider feel now that the spider is all wet? Let's act it out! Let's move like ______ to show the spider is trying to get out of the rain. How else can we move like the spider?
	Middle: Guess what!? I have a new song for you! It's called "Don't Let the Rain Come Down."



Watch me as I sing it! 



Oh no! don't let the rain come down (x3): wiggling fingers

My roof (create triangle with fingers) has a hole in it (make circle with fingers) and I might drown!



What other parts of the house might let water in? How can we act it out? 

What might happen if more water comes into the house? How can we act it out?
	End: It is raining! Can we go outside to play? No we have to stay dry! As we line up to go to the gym, let's patch up all the holes in the house! How are you going to patch the holes?
	Follow up: The children liked to talk about different types of weather. We can sing the song by acting out different types of weather.
