Beginning:

Middle: Show the song card for "The Quartermaster Store" and point out the pictures of a cat with a hat, and mice eating rice. Explain
that we are going to a store and finding what the animals are doing, and emphasize the rhymes.
Sing the song through to familiarize the students with the structure, then ask them for suggestions of what words to use (ask
for animals and help suggest rhyming words, or tell students to think of a rhyme if able).
Sing through several times with suggestions from the students.

End: Tell students you will sing once more, and then move to the next activity.

Follow up: Provide the song card and some pictures of animals with rhyming words (Dog-log, bat-rat, etc) in music area.
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
