Transitions - Sing ABC's and point to letters.

Line up/dismiss by matching/recognizing letters.

Listening to children writing their names when signing in and asking questions about what letters are in their name, what other letters they know, etc.
	COR Advantage ItemDo I have materials in the classroom to support this type of play: W. Data Analysis
	What itemrelated materials would you add List at least two ideas:  - Add a graph/chart and track how many kids are here each day, do that at MB with kids. - talk about how many kids are here today, similarities/differences/patterns, etc.

- Add charts to play areas, have kids add a tally mark to the chart when they go to an area for worktime and when they leave an area, erase the tally mark - to show how many kids are in each station.
	COR Advantage ItemAre there activities that I could do throughout my daily routine to support this COR Advantage item: L. Speaking
	What itemrelated activities would you add to your lesson plan List at least two ideas: (look at scores - 3,4,5,etc.) then use that as the base to set up a conversation with children - preferrably a one on one conversation with a child to see individually where they are at on speaking - this can occur at all times of the day but might work better at a less structured activity so they can give you their attention.

- Listen to children talking to eachother, think about the time of day and what activities they are doing, then liste to what they are saying to eachother.
