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	Originating Idea: Yesterday after reading the book Mouse Paint by Ellen Walsh, Willow and Harrison began to wonder what colors could be created after mixing up two primary colors.  The remainder of the class wanted to experiment with color mixing as well.
	Materials: Cornstarch, droppers, paper bowls with the students names written on them, plastic spoons, and food coloring.
	Curriculum Content: Mathematics and science
	Beginning Opening statement: "Yesterday Willow and Harrison became curious about learning how to create different colors from red, blue, and yelloe.  Has anyone ever tried mixing those colors together while painting in the Big Room or at home?  Tell me what happened when you did that?  Well, today we will get to experiment with red, blue, and green and see what different colors we can create.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: "We have five more minutes before we have to move onto lunch."

"We have made three additional colors from our primary colors-purple, green and orange(points to each of the three bowls with the secondary colors).  "Now it is time to cleanup, put your paper bowls in the garbage can and wash your spoons in the sink."  "If you were able to create all three secondary colors, please grab your lunch boxes.."
	Followup Ideas: For planning tomorrow, I will place color coded signs (the primary and secondary colors) on the center stations around our classroom.  The children will decide which center they want to play at by the color they choose.
	Middle Earlier: Talk about how many primary colors there are (count the number of primary colors).  Talk about how many secondary colors there are (count the secondary colors).
	Middle Middle: Children will count out three bowls and pour a small amount of cornstarch in each bowl.  Will mix the cornstarch with the food coloring to create the three primary colors.  Describe what colors they are mixing up in each bowl.
	Strategy Ealier: Count the number of bowls with the children and model mixing up the cornstarch with the food coloring.  Ask them what the three primary colors are that they first mixed up.
	Strategy Middle: Model mixing up a little bit of two cornstarch mixtures together in a bowl and then ask what secondary color that I have created.  Ask how many more secondary colors can I create?  What are those secondary colors are?  What colors do I need to mix together in order to create those colors?
	Strategy Later: Encourage the children to count out loud the number of bowls they have in total.  Ask the children how many more colors do they have now than what they began with.  Ask them if the number is larger than what they began with.  Ask if they think that they could possibly create more colors with the six colors they have created.
	Name: 
	Middle Later: Children will mix blue and red together, yellow and blue together, and red and yellow together.  Children will describe what new colors they have created and count the total amount of colors they have created.  Will explain  if there are more, less, or the same amount of primary or secondary colors.
