	AM Outside Time_2: Tricycles, parachute, large blocks (C, F)
	PM Outside Time_2: Large blocks, bubbles, chalk (C, F)
	Lunch Time: Tortilla with ground turkey & cheese, corn, apples, milk  (C, D)    Talk to children during mealtimes 
	Naptime: Support children's individual needs - some like back rubbed, some like to be held, some like to be rocked. Read books and do puzzles with children who are not sleeping or who wake earlier (A, B, D)
