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	Originating idea: Yesterday, during worktime in Art area, children were showing great interest in paper plates. They were making faces by painting, drawing, and gluing materials.
	Materials: Large aper plates (one for each child), feathers of various colors and sizes 
	Curriculum content areas: Science and Technology, Mathemetics, Physical development, Health and Welbeing, Language, Literacy and Comprehension
	Beginning: Yesterday, Carol and Monia were painting faces using paper plates and I noticed some more friends joined in the activity. Today we will use another way to use paper plates. We will toss the feather in the air and will catch it on our plate.
	Middle: Everyone will get a paper plate and will choose their own feather. The children will be encouraged to describe the movement of the feathers as they fall. Teacher will provide new vocabulary such as drifting, floating, slowly, straight down. The children will be challenged to keep the feathers from touching the floor. The teacher will ask open ended questions such as What keeps the feather in air? How can you keep the feather move without touching it. 
	End: We have two more minues then we will go outside. If you have brown feather with dots bring it to the bin along with plate, if you have small gray feathers bring it to the bin along with plate etc. 
	Follow up: Take feathers and different items to the playgroud and drop them from the tree climber and bring childrens' attention to the various rate of drop speed. s
