She will focus on how children use them and will said: I noticed that you are connecting the cubes, then,she will ask the children " I wonder how long this box is?(cubes container),how can we use the cubes to measure it. Then she will observe if children follows standard procedures and used the cubes to measure it. (level 5) then she could ask: what else they can use to measure?(for level 6). Ms Emma will collect anecdotes with item U next week.
