Have alphabet sheets for children to trace each letter to start off with and then have a spot after each letter for them to practice writing each letter.  .

When reading a book to the class, stop and ask the children: what do you think will happen next; why do you think that will happen; has that happened to you; how could that happeStop several times to ask these questions to have children predict what will happen next.  After reading, ask the children to recall details about the book: what is the book about, who was the book about, where, when, why, what happened, how did that happen, and then what did they do next.  2. During lunch, ask the children to recall the book by asking who, where, when, and why. Also relate to the conversation by adding own experience or made up experience to see if the children also connect to the conversation.
