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	Originating Idea: After reading "The Very Hungry Caterpillar,"  Y.A. asked "How did the small caterpillar turn into the big butterfly?"  
	Materials: Balloon, empty water bottle, baking soda, marker, vinegar.
	Curriculum Content: Science and Literacy
	Beginning Opening statement: We have been discussing the life cycle of a caterpillar into a butterfly.  We will see how the caterpillar grows into a butterfly and we will discuss how a caterpillar eats food while a butterfly can only drink nectar.
	End Warning and transition to next part of routine: I will inform the children that we have 4 more minutes before the experiment is over.  If they want they can continue it at home.
	Followup Ideas: I will have the children draw what they saw during the experiment.
	Middle Early: The children will meet in the science area and sit around the table.  While exploring the materials with the aid of the teacher.  I will draw a caterpillar on one side of the balloon and a butterfly on the other side.
	Middle Middle: The children will watch as I place baking soda in the balloon and place the balloon on the bottle filled with vinegar.  The children will ask "what is going to happen?" 
	Middle Later: After the baking soda falls into the bottle the gases will make the balloon fill up.  The children will see the small caterpiilar turn into a big butterfly.
	Strategy Early: The children will see the small caterpiilar turn into a big butterfly.  This will get their brains thinking and give them a lot of questions to ask.
	Strategy Middle: They will ask questions such as "How did the butterfly grow so big?"  I will explain how when you mix vinegar and baking soda it makes the air big.
	Strategy Later: I will ask the children "what happened when I put the vinegar in the bottle?  Did the caterpillar get bigger and smaller?"
	Name: Growing a caterpillar into a big butterfly.
