2. For small group I would plan a book activity with the children. For example, Tucker the Turtle. With this story I would have the calming down techniques printed out for the children to put in order while I read the story to them and then reflect back to the steps after the story. Also, I would be listening to see how the children respond and try to  make connections to the children's own experiance. For example, I would say to the chlidren "When we get upset when a friend takes a toy we are using, instead of yelling we can use tucker's calming down techniques to help us communicate how we are feeling. What is another way we could use Tuckers calming down techniques?"
