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I.  Course Description 
A survey of the entire New Testament.  This course includes an overview and harmony of the 
Gospels, the beginning of the church in Acts, the epistles, and Revelation. 
 

II. Course Objectives 
As a result of taking this class, the student should be able to display an understanding of the 
New Testament times and locations, the churches that were written to, and what God’s plan 
is for the Body of Christ in this age of the Church. 

 

III. Course Requirements 
The student is to listen to all recorded lectures, and complete the material pertaining to the lectures. 
Memory verses are given throughout the lectures that the student must memorize and write from 
memory on the tests.   
 

IV.  Tests & Grading 
Tests are graded on a percentage basis, with an 80% minimum passing grade. Scores less than 80% 
require that the student repeat the material.  
 
The lesson to test ratio is as follows: 
 Lessons 1A & 1B = Test 1 
 Lessons 2A & 2B = Test 2 
 Lessons 3A & 3B = Test 3 
 Lessons 4A & 4B = Test 4 
 Lessons 5A & 5B = Test 5 
 Lessons 6A & 6B = Test 6 
 Lessons 7A & 7B = Test 7 
 Lessons 8A & 8B = Test 8
