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Pathophysiology of the Disease, APA format (20 points): According to Capriotti
hypocalcemia is characterized by calcium blood levels less then 8.7mg/dl. The patient’s labs
indicate a value of 7.5mg/dl rendering her hypercalcemic. Complications of hypocalcemia
include muscle twitching and seizures as presented by the current patient (Capriotti and
Frizzell (2016). The patient calcium labs indicated hypocalcemia and prompted the team
to start supplementing calcium to treat the hypocalcemia and to prevent any atrial fib
issues. After coming to the hospital the patient started to experience a urinary tract
infection, excessive amounts of calcium supplements can significantly increase in bacterial

adherence in the bladder and may contribute to urinary tract infections (AE, 2021).
