What administration considerations apply to beclomethasone dipropionate,

fluticasone, and prednisone?

Inhaled:

Use on a regular schedule rather than PRN.

Do not use these drugs for an acute attack.

When using concurrently with a beta2-adrenergic agonist inhaler, use the beta2 agonist

first to dilate the airway before using the glucocorticoid.

Oral:

Use oral therapy twice daily for 5 to 10 days.

For long-term use (10 days or more), take once daily using alternate-day dosing.

Taper the dose slowly when symptoms are controlled to establish the lowest possible

oral dose.

Take supplemental doses as needed in times of stress (illness, surgery).

Nasal:

Use a nasal metered-dose spray device.

Use the full dose initially and taper to the lowest effective dose. Expect the full

therapeutic effect to take 2 to 3 weeks.

Use a nasal decongestant first if the nares are completely blocked.
