1. How many clients were seen today at the clinic?

Today I saw one patient at the clinic. 

2. What were the activities that the Social worker and the nurse performed today?

Today, the nurse performed a pregnancy test and an ultrasound. 

3. How were you an engaged nursing professional today?

I was engaged today through following the nurse in this new clinical experience. I learned the 

community side of nursing through understanding what the women's care clinic has to offer.

4. How did you contribute to the service provided by the clinic nurse today?

I contributed by following the nurse and asking relatable questions. I also helped the nurse organize 

patient papers.

5. What are the health risks of the population served during today’s clinical based on your observations

today?

The health risk of the population that I observed today is a lack of resources. Many mothers come to 

the women's care clinic because they need extra support and care. Extra clothes and goods are offered 

to these mothers who need help. There need to be more programs that provide services for parents 

who need them.

6. How does this clinical site relate to the Population and Global Health Course?

This clinical site relates to population and global health because it offers services to the public and 

serves vulnerable populations.

7. Name 3 ways this clinical site impacts Population and Global health?

This clinical site impacts population and global health by offering services to vulnerable people, 

medical care (ultrasounds) to women who do not have insurance or money to cover medical costs, and

a general support system to these expectant mothers. A social worker offers monthly sessions to get 

together with the mother and go through things she may need mentally or physically.

8. Choose one of the health risks identified in question 6 and develop a plan of care to address this.  

Include a Nursing diagnosis, a measurable goal, and at least 3 Nursing interventions to achieve this 

goal. 

Health risk: not enough services offered to populations regarding medical care and resources to 

expectant mothers and fathers. 

Goal: create more programs like the women's care clinic to provide resources to the expectant parents.

Nursing interventions:

Assess the community's need for additional resources.

Offer programs.

Provide education to expectant parents.



9. How will your experience during the Women’sCareClinic job shadowing impact your Nursing 

practice?

My shadowing experience at the women's care clinic has opened my eyes to how not all women or 

expectant parents have access to medical care and supplies. The women's care clinic offers a free 

ultrasound if they receive a pregnancy test in the clinic and helps get them set up with other medical 

services. Through shadowing at a clinic (more population and global health-based), I saw different 

scenarios of nursing and care.
