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Continuity of Care: Priority Action During a Home Visit

The case manager should coordinate care between physicians, nursing staff, physical
therapists, home health care nurses, and other community resources.

Home care services are beginning to use telehealth now with the use of new technological
resources. A balance should be maintained between telehealth and in-person visits.

The continuing of care after discharge should begin immediately without disruption.

Care of Specific Populations: Migrant Workers

discrimination and not being eligible to receive health services. Many migrant workers

may suffer from chronic conditions, dental disease, and mental health issues.

¢ (Clients who are receiving radioactive iodine therapy should not use the same toilet as
others following two weeks after receiving the therapy treatment.

¢ C(Clients who are receiving this type of therapy should use disposable silverware and plates

as the client’s bodily fluids may be contaminated with radiation.

Disaster Preparedness

¢ Disaster preparedness occurs at the national, state, and local levels.

¢ Alternative communication methods, evacuation routes, and creating a disaster kit are a
part of individual and family disaster preparation.

¢ Disaster drills should be performed as these can replicate the possible scenarios and

enhance preparedness.
