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1. How does the clinical site relate to Population/Global Health?

Habitat for Humanity aims to end poverty and homelessness by 2030. Habitat for Humanity's 

goal of selling $600,000 worth of merchandise will help fund the work of the organization, which

includes helping the elderly, assisting individuals and families with affordable housing, and 

assisting communities globally that have been affected by natural disasters.

2. How were you an engaged nursing professional today?

The student engaged as a nursing professional by assisting the community by accepting donations

and stocking shelves with home goods and other home improvement items. Home improvements 

lead individuals and families to live in comfort, leading to better health outcomes. Items stocked 

included grab bars and raised toilet seats that will accommodate the elderly choosing to age in 

their homes instead of nursing homes.

3. How did you contribute to the service of the community today?

Danville is largely an aging population. Supplying the community with affordable home 

improvement items will improve health outcomes.

4. Name 3 ways this clinical site impacts the health of the community?

Habitat for Humanity impacts the community's health by providing disaster relief for individuals 

or families affected by house fires or other natural disasters. Other ways the clinical site impacts 

the community's health include providing the community with affordable home improvement 

options and jobs for members of the community.

5. Name 1 way this site could better serve the community and why?



The site could better serve the community by expanding its store. The ReStore receives a large 

number of donations, and many members of the community line up before the store opens to 

shop. Expanding the store will make it safer for the elderly with walkers and wheelchairs to shop.

6. What health risks are experienced by the population served by today's clinical site?

Health risks observed by the student include unsanitary conditions of some donation items. The 

student observed donations of used hospital water pitchers. Unusable and unclean kitchenware 

was also observed.
