SAMPLE Subcategory: Case Management

SAMPLE Topic: Anemias: Discharge Teaching for a Client Who is Recovering from Sickle Cell Crisis
¢ SAMPLE Critical Point #1: Anemia is the abnormally low amount of circulation RB, Hgb
concentration, or both.
e SAMPLE Critical Point #2: When a patient is going through sickle crisis, the nurse should monitor
oxygen saturation to determine a need for oxygen therapy.
e SAMPLE Critical Point #3: A patient should have their hemoglobin checking in 4 to 6 weeks to
determine efficacy.

Main Category: Management of Care

Subcategory: Advance Directives/Self-Determination/Life Planning

Topic: Grief, Loss, and Palliative Care: Ensuring Client Autonomy for End-of-Life Care
¢ Advance directives are end-of-life legal documents to maintain the clients right to autonomy.
¢ A living will be a directive documents for medical treatments based on the clients wishes.
¢ A healthcare proxy is a document that appoints someone (can be anyone that the client wishes) to
make medical decisions when the client can no longer make decisions.

Subcategory: Referrals

Topic: Continuity of Care: Identifying Appropriate Referrals
e Referrals in the acute care setting typically are based on the client’s medical diagnosis.
¢ The nurse should use knowledge of the types of assistance the client will accept based on the client’s
personal beliefs and values.
e Referrals should assist is restoring, maintaining, or promoting health.

Subcategory: Performance Improvement

Topic: Managing Client Care: Quality Improvement in Home Health Care
¢ The nurse’s role in quality improvement is to use reliable sources for information such as the CDC.
¢ Documentations client care thoroughly and according to facility guidelines is important for quality
improvement in home health care.
* Actas arole model by practicing in accordance with the established standard for quality improvement
in home health care.

Subcategory: Concepts of Management

Topic: Continuity of Care: Priority Action During a Home Visit
e The priority nursing action for a home visit is to assess if the scene is safe.
¢ Home visits provide a community health nurse with an opportunity to observe the home environment
and identify barriers to health.
e Community nurses can use home visits to reduce the risk of home environment risks, such as fall
hazards.

Subcategory: Case Management

Topic: Care of Specific Populations: Migrant Population
* Pesticide exposure is a significant problem among farm workers in the migrant population.
e Migrant workers are at an increased risk for dental disease, tuberculosis, and high infant mortality
rates.
¢ Primary prevention includes educating against exposure to pesticides and mobilization of preventive
services.

Main Category: Safety and Infection Control

Subcategory: Emergency Response Plan

Topic: Emergency Preparedness: Disaster Preparedness
* Personal and family preparedness are crucial components of disaster preparedness.
¢ Disaster preparedness should coordinate with community efforts as well as outline specific roles of
local agencies.
¢ Individual and family preparedness include creating an action plan and determining alternative
methods of communication, evacuation routes, local and distant meeting places, and creating a
disaster kit.

Main Category: Health Promotion and Maintenance

Subcategory: Techniques of Physical Assessment

Topic: Substance Use and Addictive Disorders: Expected Findings of Heroin Intoxication
¢ Heroin intoxication symptoms can include slurred speech, impaired memory, and pupillary changes.
¢ Heroin intoxication symptoms can include decreased respirations and decreased level of
consciousness.
¢ Heroin intoxication symptoms can include maladaptive behavior, impaired judgement, or impaired
social functioning.




Subcategory: Health Promotion/Disease Prevention

Topic: Cancer Disorders: Primary Prevention for Skin Cancer
¢ Primary prevention for skin cancer includes education about irregular shape and borders with multiple

colors.

¢ Primary prevention for skin cancer includes education on new mole changes or a change in an existing
mole.

¢ Primary prevention for skin cancer includes education on mole itching, cracks, ulcerations, or
bleeding.

Topic: Health Promotion of Infants
¢ Posterior fontanel closes by 2-3 months of age and anterior fontanel closes by 12-18 months of age.
¢ Birth weight should be doubled at 6 months of age.
e Birth length increases by 50% by 12 months of age.

Main Category: Psychosocial Integrity

Subcategory: Cultural Awareness/Cultural Influences on Health

Topic: Factors Influencing Community Health: Cultural Variations in Expression of Pain
¢ Do not make assumptions about clients from other cultures.
¢ Some cultures do not believe that expressing pain is acceptable.
* Respect the client’s values, beliefs, and practices.

Subcategory: Therapeutic Environment

Topic: Nursing Process: Providing Family Counseling
¢ Select nursing interventions to include in the plan of care to promote, maintain, or restore health.
¢ Collaborative interventions carry out optimal health outcomes of the client. This can include family
counseling.
e Evaluation of interventions determine the effectiveness of the nursing care plan.
