● SAMPLE Critical Point #1: Anemia is the abnormally low amount of circulation RB, Hgb 
concentration, or both.

● SAMPLE Critical Point #2: When a patient is going through sickle crisis, the nurse should monitor 
oxygen saturation to determine a need for oxygen therapy.

● SAMPLE Critical Point #3: A patient should have their hemoglobin checking in 4 to 6 weeks to 
determine efficacy.

● Establish adequate nutritional intake 

● Assist the patient to develop realistic body images 

● Improve self esteem

● A pulse over 100 bpm  

● Hand tremors  

● Loss of appetite

● Never use in large amounts 



● Avoid driving or operating heavy machinery 

● Can cause sexual dysfunction

● Altered mental status 

● Respiratory failure  

● Severe pain
