Level of motivation for 
learning: 
The patient is a 54-year-old 
male who came to the 
emergency department due to 
the patient having a seizure. 
The patient was at home with 
his significant other when the 
seizure activity occurred and 
had lasted for 10 minutes. It 
has been a year since the 
patient has taken seizure 
medication (levetiracetam). 
The patient is very attentive 
and engaged in the teaching 
that is being provided to him. 

Barriers to effective 
learning: 
The patient has a hard time 
seeing without his glasses and
the patient had emotions 
about the unexpected seizure. 
The patient did not show any 
other barriers to learning 
effectively besides vision. 

Health beliefs/values:
The patient was interested in 
making changes to his health 

Nursing Diagnosis:
At risk for injury related to 
altered consciousness as 
evidence by patient having a 
seizure (Phelps, 2020). 

Goal of Teaching: 
The patient will be able to 
understand how to prevent 
injury from happening when 
seizure activity occurs. The 
patient will recognize patterns
and triggers that may 
contribute to the seizures. The
patient will understand the 
importance of compliance 
regarding their medication 
regimen (Phelps, 2020).

Intervention 1:
The patient will 
identify patterns and 
triggers that may 
contribute before the 
start of seizure activity 
(Phelps, 2020).  

Intervention 2:
The patient will keep a 
pill organizer for 
levetiracetam and set 
an alarm for the times 
that the patient needs 
to take the medication. 
The patient will not 
abruptly stop taking 
levetiracetam without 
consulting their 
primary physician 
(Phelps, 2020).

Intervention 3:
The patient and their 
significant will 
implement seizure 
precautions and 
remove hazardous 
objects that can 
potentially harm the 
patient during activity 
(Phelps, 2020).

Method 1: 
The student nurse used the 
teach back method 
regarding seizure 
precautions and compliance
with medication. The 
patient and their significant 
other participated in the 
teach back and understood 
the seizure precautions that 
needed to be implemented 
and the importance of 
medication regimen. The 
nursing student gave the 
patient and their significant 
other a chance to interact 
and ask questions they 
needed to.

Method 2: 
The student nurse provided 
a handout for the patient 
and explained the handout 
thoroughly. The handout 
consisted of the potential 
patterns and triggers that 
may occur before the start 
of seizure activity. The 
patient could relate to some 
of the triggers discussed 
within the handout, such as 

Discuss how the 
client/family received the 
teaching:
The patient was willing to 
word and is going to 
consider complying with 
medication regimen after 
acknowledging that 
stopping his medication has
played a factor in the recent
seizure. 

Identify 
strengths/weaknesses of 
the client or family in 
receiving teaching: 
The patient took the 
information and made a 
connection with how it 
pertains to his life. The 
patient and significant other
also were open minded 
when being educated and 
engaged in conversation 
with student RN. The 
patient could not see very 
well due to glasses being 
broken because of the 
seizure, so the student RN 
assisted with reading the 
handout to the patient. 
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and wants to properly care for
himself so that seizures are 
limited or do not occur. 

Psychosocial development:
The patient’s psychosocial 
development is generativity 
vs. stagnation.

Cognitive development:
The patient’s psychosocial 
development is formal 
operations.

Suggest modifications to 
improve teaching plan 
(what would have 
improved the plan?):
The teaching plan could be 
improved by suggesting the 
patient to wear a medical 
bracelet so that other people
know the condition the 
patient experiences and 
emergency information 
(Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, 
2022). 
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
