- correct size for the type of IV substance
	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): - verify the Dr orders
- know the type, amount, and indication of IV therapy
- practice strict asepsis
- inform client & explain purpose of therapy
- prime IV tubing to expel air
- clean insertion site
- change IV tubing every 72 hours 
- change/alter needle insertion site every 72 hours 
- regulate IV every 15-20 minutes to ensure IV administration of proper IV fluid as ordered
- observe for proper complications
