1. Briefly write about your experience(s)

This clinical experience has been very educational for me. I enjoyed rotating to the different
floors. I liked the way our assignments were set up. It was nice to have one of every assignment
and to have them all be due during the beginning half of clinicals; that way, we could get the
assignments done. I really enjoyed the PACU/OR rotation, mostly because I am interested in that
type of nursing. I wish I could have experienced that rotation more than once, but I understand it
is important to get experience from all rotations and to be on the DEU every other week. Most of
the nurses on these floors were welcoming and happy to have a student.

2. What are things you learned?

I learned how to insert an IV, how to insert a catheter, how to chart, and I gained more
confidence in medication withdrawal and administration.

I also watched a toe amputation in the OR, which was very
interesting to see.

3. What are things you would do differently?

I wish I could have seen more of their charting system. I am not very confident in my ability
to chart. Sometimes, I feel unsure of what to chart and how to chart it. I feel like I need more
practice charting. As I mentioned above, I wish I could have experienced the PACU/OR more
than once, but I understand that scheduling rotations could be difficult.

4. What is your major “take home” from clinical experience(s)?

I would say a major “take home” from this clinical experience is the importance of
assessment and evaluation of your patient. I feel like some of the nurses on these floors may have
neglected this. I think another big “take away” is the importance of listening to your patient
when they tell you how they feel and what they want or don’t want. I learned a lot about what to
do and what not to do in some situations.
