SAMPLE Ciritical Point #2: When a patient is going through sickle crisis, the nurse should monitor
oxygen saturation to determine a need for oxygen therapy.

Main Category #1: Management of Care

Subcategory: Advance Directives/Self-Determination/Life Planning

Topic: Professional Practice: Admission Requirements From the Patient Self-Determination Act
e Patients should be given verbal and written notice of their rights and policies during admission
(Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
e  Patients have the right to refuse care and refuse treatment (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
o Self-Determination Act is a federal regulation that allows patients to have an advance directive of
their wishes (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Collaboration with Multidisciplinary Team

Topic: Neurocognitive Disorders: Priority Finding to Report for a Client Who Has Alzheimer’s Disease
¢ Monitor the patient’s vitals to ensure the patient’s status remains stable. If the patient begins
experiencing unstable vitals report this to the provider (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
e  If the patient has changes in mood such as anger or anxiety this should be reported to the provider
(Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
e [f the patient experiences any changes in functional abilities such as aphasia, apraxia, agnosia, or
impaired judgement (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Confidentiality/Information Security

Topic: Professional Practice: Maintaining Client Confidentiality

¢ Ensure that you understand the laws related to confidentiality for patients (Assessment Technologies
Institute, 2022).

¢ Do not speak of patient information to individuals that do not need the information to perform
treatment (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ Ensure you are using private spaces and using secure methods when speaking with the care team to
ensure others cannot hear patient information (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Establishing Priorities

Topic: Pharmacokinetics and Routes of Administration: Prioritizing Steps of Eye Drop Administration

e Ensure the patient is sitting upright and has their head tilted upward slightly before administration
(Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

e Ensure you are holder the dropper 1-2 cm from the conjunctival sac, and do not touch the dropper to
the eyeball (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ Instruct the patient to slowly close the eye after drops have been applied and then apply light pressure
to the nasolacrimal duct using a new tissue to ensure the medication has been appropriately
administered (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Informed Consent

Topic: Legal Responsibilities: Responding to a Client Who has questions about surgery

¢ Ensure the patient understands the surgery and ensure you have received informed consent from the
patient (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

e [t is crucial to ensure that the patient feels informed and answer any questions the patient has. If the
patient is unsure then it is appropriate to inform the provider that the patient requires further
education/information (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ Encourage the patient to talk about their concerns and ask questions when needed (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).

Main Category #2: Safety and Infection Control




Subcategory: Emergency Response Plan

Topic: Facility Protocols: Recommending a Client for Discharge Due to a Mass Casualty Event

¢ Deciding which client should be discharged due to a mass casualty event should be based on level of
care for each patient (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

e If a patient has any life threatening diagnosis or treatment such as poisoning, motor vehicle
accidents, burns, or heart attack then this patient will not be discharged (Assessment Technologies
Institute, 2022).

e In order to decide which patient is available for discharge the nurse can follow the rule of ABCD
(Airway, Breathing, Circulation, and Disability) or identifying patients that require minimal amounts
of care (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Home Safety

Topic: Family and Community Service: Safety Planning following Partner Violence
e Ensure the patient is given as many resources as possible such as 24 hour hotlines that can assist them
and referrals to support groups (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
e Inform the patient of safe places to go at any time if they need assistance including places they can
live (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
¢ Ensure the patient is physically safe and is treated for any injuries and ensure the patient is receiving
any psychological care needed (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Reporting of Incident/Event/Irregular Occurrence/Variance

Topic: Facility Protocols: Reporting a Medication Error

¢ Once the patient has been deemed safe and any injuries have been taken care of the nurse must file an
incident report immediately. This report must be submitted within 24 hours of the error (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).

e  Ensure the patient is safe and include an explanation of the events of the error and any steps taken
following this error should be reported (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ The nurse will informed the nurse supervisor as well as the risk management department (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
Subcategory: Standard precautions/Transmission-Based Precautions/ Surgical Asepsis
Topic: Acute Neurologic Disorders: Isolation Precautions for Bacterial Meningitis

¢ The patient should be placed in isolation on droplet precautions (Assessment Technologies Institute,
2022).

¢ The patient should be placed in a private room (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ The staff should be wearing proper protective equipment including masks, gowns, gloves, and eye
protection (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).




Main Category #3: Pharmacological and Parenteral Therapies

Subcategory: Adverse Effects/Contraindications/Side Effects/Interactions

Topic: Endocrine Disorders: Teaching about Adverse Effects of Levothyroxine
®  Monitor the patients PT and INR if the patient is also receiving warfarin because levothyroxine can
increase the effects of warfarin (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
e  Educate the patient to report any findings of chest pain or irregular heartbeats (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
¢  Educate the patient to report any new findings of tremors or difficulty breathing (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).

Subcategory: Blood and Blood products

Topic: Blood and Blood Product Transfusions: Identifying Types of Reactions

e An acute hemolytic transfusion reaction will often occur immediately after beginning of transfusion
or will occur during future transfusions. This can include fever, chills, low-back pain, tachypnea, and
hypotension (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ A Febrile transfusion reaction often occurs within 2 hours of starting the transfusion. This can
include chills, increase in temperature, tachycardia, and hypotension (Assessment Technologies
Institute, 2022).

¢ An allergic transfusion reaction can occur during the transfusion but also may occur 24 hours after
the transfusion has been completed. The patient will often present with signs and symptoms related to
anaphylaxis (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).

¢ A Bacterial transfusion reaction can occur many hours following the transfusion and also may present
with wheezing, cyanosis, hypotension, and tightening of the chest (Assessment Technologies Institute,
2022).

Subcategory: Medication Administration

Topic: Antibiotics Affecting Protein Synthesis: Providing Client Education About tetracycline
¢ Tetracycline may cause some gastrointestinal symptoms including nausea/vomiting, diarrhea,
cramping, and potential esophageal ulceration (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
¢  Educate the patient to take this medication with 8 oz. of water and with an empty stomach
(Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
¢  Educate the patient to the importance of completing the course of medication and educate the patient
to use additional methods of contraception if applicable (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
Topic: Diabetes Mellitus: Mixing Insulins in the Same Syringe
¢ Inject air into the NPH insulin then inject air into the bottle of regular insulin (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
e Regular insulin should be drawn into the syringe first and then draw the second insulin (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
e  If the insulin bottle is cloudy then roll the insulin bottle between your fingers gently until the mixture
appears to be better mixed and then draw up this insulin second (Assessment Technologies Institute,
2022).
Topic: Medications for Psychotic Disorders: Findings to Report Prior to Administrating Clozapine
¢ Report to the provider if the patient is showing any signs of an infection such as a fever (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
e  Report to the provider if the patient has any abnormal lab values such as their WBC (Assessment
Technologies Institute, 2022).
e Report to the provider if the patient has any signs or symptoms related to cardiac concerns or
suspected cardiac complications (Assessment Technologies Institute, 2022).
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
