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1. Briefly write about today’s experience(s)

In clinical today I was rotated out to the radiology department. I was able to follow a nurse
and watch her perform her daily routine. The radiology department was a very interesting
place to work in. I was able to see some of the procedures that they perform in radiology and
watch the nurse set up sterile fields for the doctors.

2. What is one thing you learned?
