	Expected Pharmacological Action: D5 1/2 NS expected pharmacological action "Solutions which provide combinations of hypotonic or isotonic concentrations of dextrose and of sodium chloride are suitable for parenteral maintenance or replacement of water and electrolyte requirements with minimal carbohydrate calories" (Drugs, 2024). 
"Oxycodone changes how you feel pain by blocking pain signals in your body. Oxycodone works by activating opioid receptors in the nervous system, as it is an opioid agonist" (Drugs, 2024).


	Medication Administration: D5 1/2 NS is administered intravenously
Oxycodone is administered orally
	Interactions: "D5 1/2 does not interact well with magnesium chloride, magnesium citrate, and magnesium oxide" (Rxlist, 2024).
Oxycodone does not interact well with a "MAO inhibitor in the past 14 days, such as isocarboxazid, linezolid, phenelzine, rasagiline, selegiline, or tranylcypromine or have received a methylene blue injection" (Drugs, 2024)

	Contraindications/Precautions:  This drug oxycodone "is contraindicated in patients with severe asthma, and a blockage in the stomach/intestines" (Drugs, 2024).

This drug D5 1/2 NS "is contraindicated if allergic to dextrose, diabetes, breathing problems, electrolyte imbalance, kidney/liver disease" (Drugs, 2024).

Nursing interventions for D5 1/2 NS: monitor fluid status, Assess vitals, Blood sugar, and electrolytes
	Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness: Oxycodone: Evaluate the patients pain level, the patient should not be in severe pain after receiving oxycodone.
D5 1/2 N/S: The patients electrolytes will be restored and there will be no signs of fluid overload
