	Nursing Interventions (pre, intra, post): - Pre: check the naris for any irritation, make sure the patient is at a 30-40 degree angle, and place the waterproof pad on the patient chest
- Intra: Instruct the patient to swallow until it's in place and irrigate tubing. 
- Post: Observe the flow into the suction drainage container.
