PURPOSE OF MEDICATION

Expected Pharmacological Action

Blood thinner that prevents platelets from
sticking together and causing clots.

Complications

-Bleeding
-Easily bruising
-Headache
-N/V

Contraindications/Precautions

-Use cautiously in patients with a history of Gl ulcers
-Use carefully in patients with liver or kidney disease
-Increased risk of bleeding if used alongside other
medications like aspirin or enoxaparin.

Interactions

-Aspirin(increased bleeding risk)

-Apixaban (increased bleeding risk)
-Rosuvastatin (increased risk of liver damage and
rhabdomyolysis)

Evaluation of Medication Effectiveness

-Monitor CBC to assess platelet levels
-Monitor bleeding times through PT, aPTT, and INR
-Monitor for thrombocytopenia, anemia, and bruising

Therapeutic Use

Helps to prevent heart attacks or strokes by
preventing the formation of blood clots.

Medication Administration

Given via a tablet by mouth.
-Give at same time every day
-Can be given with or without
food

Nursing Interventions

-Monitor for signs of bleeding
like petechie and bruising.
-Monitor CBC, INR, PT, etc
-Apply pressure for several
minutes after giving injections
and removing IVs

Client Education

-Signs of anemia

-Report severe bleeding or very
easy bruisin, or tarry stools

-Be careful with razors, nail
clippers, etc

-Avoid grapefruit juice

-Avoid NSAIDs
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
