Main Category: Management of Care

Subcategory: Informed consent

Topic: Professional practice: obtaining informed consent
¢ A client or official POA can sign informed consent.
¢ Obtain informed consent before procedure.
¢ Answer any questions the patient or family may have prior to procedure.

Main Category: Safety and Infection Control

Subcategory: Standard precautions/transmission-based precautions/surgical asepsis

Topic: Infection control: identifying common sources of health care-associated infection
¢ A common site is the urinary tract caused by E. coli.
*  Another common site includes wounds.
e  The respiratory tract is another common site infected by HAIs.

Main Category: Health Promotion and Maintenance

Subcategory: Health screening

Topic: Cognitive and sensory impairments: testing a preschooler’s visual acuity




A preschooler should have their visual acuity tested annually.
e Use the Snellen letter, HOTV test, or tumbling E to test visual acuity.
e If the child is supposed to wear glasses, they should keep them on for the exam.

Main Category: Psychosocial Integrity

Subcategory: Therapeutic environment

Topic: Psychosocial issues of infants, children, and adolescents: planning therapeutic interventions
e Use a calm and respective approach with the child.
¢  Focus on the strengths of the child.
e  Assist in reinforcement with behavioral strategies such as rewarding good behavior, positive
reinforcements, and age-appropriate consequences.

Main Category: Basic Care and Comfort

Subcategory: Nutrition and oral hydration

Topic: Acute infectious gastrointestinal disorders: teaching about rehydration therapy
* Loose stool should be replaced with 10mL/kg of oral replacement therapy solution.
e  Therapy will begin with 50 to 100 mL/kg over 4hrs.
¢ Maintenance will be determined through the facility protocol.

Main Category: Pharmacological and Parenteral Therapies

Subcategory: Adverse effects/contraindications/side effects/interactions

Topic: Airflow disorders: monitoring for adverse effects of prednisolone
*  Monitor blood glucose levels.
¢ Bone loss can occur, it is important to supplement with calcium and vitamin D.
e Ptis at increased risk of infection, they need to report new onset of infection immediately.

Main Category: Reduction of Risk Potential

Subcategory: Potential for complications of diagnostic tests/treatments/procedures

Topic: Blood and blood product transfusions: administering packed RBCs
e  This unit should be administered over 2-4hrs.
e Type and cross match is essential when administering packed RBCs.
e  Monitor patiently closely during the first 15min for transfusion reaction.

Subcategory: Therapeutic procedures

Topic: Musculoskeletal congenital disorders: planning care for an adolescent who has scoliosis
¢ A brace can be used to help correct the curve in the patient.
¢  Braces should be worn for 23hrs a day and only removed when showering.
®  Assess skin frequently for breakdown.

Main Category: Physiological Adaptation

Subcategory: Alterations in body systems

Topic: Health promotion in infants: nutritional support for an infant




¢ Infants should receive breast milk only for up to 6 months of age.
¢ Foods should slowly be introduced to the infant from ages 6 months to 2 years.
e Vitamin D or iron supplements may be recommended for infants.

Subcategory: Hemodynamics

Topic: Cardiovascular disorders: administering digoxin
®  Assess heart rate before administration.
e Monitor digoxin blood levels for toxicity.
¢ Digoxin immune fab is the antidote for toxicity.
Topic: Cardiovascular disorders: teaching about nutrition for an infant who has heart failure
e The infant should be fed every 3hrs.
®  The infant should take roughly 30 minutes during the feed due to allowing rest periods.
e  Keep the infant in a semi-upright position while feeding.

Subcategory: Illness management

Topic: Fractures: discharge teaching following cast application
e Teach patient and family how to perform neurovascular checks.
¢ Do not place any foreign objects into the cast.
¢  (Clean with a damp cloth if the cast has become soiled.
Topic: HIV/AIDS: evaluating parent understanding
¢ Parents understand how HIV/AIDS is transmissed.
e Parents follow-up with appointments and treatment plans.
¢ Parents protect the child from further infection.

Subcategory: Pathophysiology

Topic: Complications of infants: expected findings of necrotizing enterocolitis
¢ Abdominal distention can occur in infants with necrotizing enterocolitis.
® Poor feeding can be a manifestation of necrotizing enterocolitis.
¢ Bloody stools can occur in the presence of necrotizing enterocolitis.

Subcategory: Unexpected response to therapies

Topic: Cardiovascular disorders: caring for a child following a cardiac catheterization
¢  Place child on continuous cardiac and respiratory monitoring.
*  Monitor site for bleeding or bruising.
*  Assess peripheral vascular status in affected extremity.
Topic: Fractures: monitoring for postoperative complications
® The extremity should be assessed every hour for the first 24hrs.
®  One finger should be placed between limb and cast to determine proper spacing.
e Do not elevated the affected extremity.

Main Category: Clinical Judgement

Subcategory: Analyze cues

Topic: Acute and infectious respiratory illnesses: analyzing respiratory findings for a 3 yo child
¢  Children may report chest pain.
¢ A decreased appetite may occur in the presence of a respiratory illness.
¢ (Children may often experience a sore throat when infected with a respiratory illness.
Topic: Cystic fibrosis: anticipated prescribed medications
® Pancreatic enzymes may be administered to CF patients.
e Antibiotics may be given for those experiencing a pulmonary infection.
e CF patients will also receive fat-soluble vitamins including A, E, D, and K.




Subcategory: Generate solutions

Topic: Enuresis and urinary tract infections: planning care for a child who has a urinary tract
infection

¢ Antibiotics should be administered as prescribed.

e  Sterile catheterization is the most accurate for obtaining a urinalysis.

*  Avoid having the child drink large amounts of fluid before obtaining a urine sample.

Subcategory: Take actions

Topic: Dermatitis and acne: planning discharge instructions for the guardian of a toddler

¢  Administer antipruritics and antibiotics.

¢  Practice hand hygiene.

¢ Keep fingernails trimmed short.
Topic: Hematologic disorders: planning care for an adolescent who is experiencing a vaso-occlusive
crisis

® Promote adequate rest to ensure proper oxygenation.

® Provide IV hydration therapy.

¢ Administer blood products per facility protocol.

Subcategory: Evaluate outcomes

Topic: Cardiovascular disorders: caring for an infant who has congestive heart failure
* Maintain adequate oxygenation and medication interventions.
¢ Provide emotional support to family.
e Awareness of infection control precautions.
