 SAMPLE Critical Point #2: When a patient is going through sickle crisis, the nurse should monitor 
oxygen saturation to determine a need for oxygen therapy.

 SAMPLE Critical Point #3: A patient should have their hemoglobin checking in 4 to 6 weeks to 
determine efficacy.

Subcategory: Reduction of Risk Potential

Topic: Nursing actions for elevated blood pressure
 Verify before you act; seat the client, support arm at heart level, use the correct-size cuff, and recheck 

in the other arm after 5 min of rest to rule out a false high.
  Keep the client sitting or semi-Fowler’s, reduce stimuli, ask about pain/anxiety/caffeine, reassess vital

signs, and look for acute symptoms
  Notify the provider for sustained SBP ≥ 140 or DBP ≥ 90 mm Hg

Topic: Changing tracheostomy ties
  Safety first; keep a same-size and one-size-smaller spare trach tube with obturator at the bedside
  Secure new before removing old
   Skin assessment & hygiene

Topic: Tracheostomy care
  Sterile technique: suction first if needed, don sterile gloves, remove the inner cannula, and 

clean/replace it using sterile saline; avoid introducing non-sterile items into the airway.
  Clean the stoma and surrounding skin with sterile saline–soaked gauze moving outward, pat dry, and 

apply a sterile split gauze dressing—never cut regular gauze over the stoma.
  Assess breath sounds, oxygen saturation, and secretion characteristics; keep emergency supplies 

(obturator, spare tubes, suction, bag-valve-mask) within reach and document tolerance of the 
procedure.

Subcategory: Clinical Judgment
Topic: Priority risk for a client taking multiple medications

  Overlapping therapeutic classes increase hypotension, bleeding, or CNS depression.
  Reduced renal/hepatic clearance in older adults → accumulate drugs (digoxin, opioids); review labs 

(creatinine, LFTs).
  Sedatives, anticholinergics, and antihypertensives raise fall risk; perform medication-reconciliation &

deprescribe where possible.
Topic: Risks for delayed wound healing

  Peripheral vascular disease and hyperglycemia slow oxygen/nutrient delivery and leukocyte function.
  Protein-calorie malnutrition & micronutrient deficits
  Local infection or sustained pressure/moisture

Topic: Priority care for a client with tuberculosis
  Airborne isolation immediately – negative-pressure room, N95 or PAPR for staff, surgical mask for 

client when transported.
  Monitor RR, SpO , breath sounds; provide humidified oxygen if needed.₂
  Start RIPE therapy promptly & monitor labs – ensure adherence (direct-observed therapy), check 

liver enzymes. 
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
