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	Underlying Principles: Identifiers for patient medication administration:

- First and last name

- Date of birth 

- Identification band

- Phone number

- Barcode on wristband 


	Nursing Interventions: - Be knowledgeable about the medication to administer. 

- Use resources.

- Obtain information about medical diagnoses and condition that affect medication administration. 

- Determine whether the medication prescription is complete.

- Question the provider if the prescription is unclear or seems inappropriate for the client. 

- Identify clients' outcomes for medication administration.

- Set priorities. 

- Avoid distractions and interruptions during medication preparartion. 

- Perpare medications for one client at a time. 

- Check labels for the medications name and concentration. 

- Follow the rights to medication administration. 

- Encourage clients to become part of the safety net.

- Evaluate clients response to the medications and document them.

- Identify side effects and adverse effects, document, and report.
